AG Moody and the Federal Trade Commission filed a joint complaint to shut down a grant-writing service
that allegedly made false promises of COVID-19 economic relief for minority-owned small businesses. The
complaint filed last week resulted in a federal court issuing a temporary restraining order against Grant
Bae and its owner, Traeshonna P. Graham. “The defendants targeted small, minority-owned businesses
with the promise they could help secure COVID-19 relief,” Attorney General Moody said. “Instead of
obtaining the promised federal grant funds, the defendants took fees from struggling businesses and left
them in even worse financial condition. | am pleased we have shut down this scam and we will continue to
litigate this case in an effort to recover lost funds for those harmed.
